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BODY FOUND -  COPDOCK MILL -  POLICE LAUNCH MURDER INVESTIGATION

Police today (S a tu rd ay  9**̂  D ecem b er) launched a m urder investigation following the discovery  
of a w o m an ’s body in w a te r at C opdock Mill, n ear to Ipswich, yesterday, (F riday 8**̂  D ecem b er.)

Form al identification has taken  p lace today and police can confirm that the body is that of 
m issing 19-year-o ld  w om an, T a n ia  Nicol.

A  post m ortem  has been  conducted today at Ipswich Hospital by a H om e O ffice Pathologist 
further tests will need  to be carried out to ascerta in  the cause of T a n ia ’s death.

D etective  S uperin tendent A ndy H enw ood w ho is leading the investigation into the m urder of 
T a n ia  Nicol and G em m a A dam s, said: “Follow ing the d iscovery of T a n ia ’s body in the brook at 
C opdock w e  a re  now  beginning a linked m urder investigation.”

“T h e re  are  obvious sim ilarities betw een  T a n ia  and G e m m a ’s d isap p earan ces  and subsequent 
d eaths so w e  will be treating these  as linked investigations. H ow ever, w e  will be seeking  
further opinion from  specialist advisors to confirm  this v iew .”

“A  team  of specialist search  officers rem ain in the a re a  around w h ere  T a n ia ’s w as  found in 
C opdock today and cordons will rem ain  in p lace until the searches  a re  com ple te .”

“O ur enquiries a re  continuing to try to ascerta in  w h ere  and w hen  T a n ia  and G e m m a ’s bodies  
w ere  p laced  in the w a te r and the c ircum stances of their d ea th s .”

T a n ia  Nicol w as  last seen  on M o n d ay  30**  ̂ O ctober w hen  she left her hom e address in 
W oolvers tone  C lose, Ipswich.

G e m m a  A dam s w as reported m issing to police in the early  hours of W e d n e s d a y  15**̂
N o vem b er 2 0 0 6  w hen  she fa iled  to return hom e a fter spending the even ing  in Ipswich.

Both w om en had been  into Ipswich with the intention of w orking as prostitutes.

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D et Supt A ndy H enw ood continued: “O fficers have  been  w orking on these  enquiries  
now  for a  num ber of w eeks, s ince the w om en  w ent m issing. T h e  d iscovery of both 
w o m en ’s bodies in these  c ircum stances is of g reat concern to us, it is very rare to have  
a linked m urder investigation and w e  a re  now  reliant on inform ation from the public to 
help m ove th ese  investigations fo rw ard .”

“W e  still need  to hear from  peop le  w ho saw  T a n ia  and G em m a on the even ings they  
d isappeared , or saw  suspicious activity in the H in tlesham  a re a  w h ere  G e m m a ’s body  
w as found or indeed along the stretch of w a te r known as B elstead  Brook. T h e  bodies  
w ere  found in the sam e w a te r w ay  a lbeit around two m iles ap art.”

“Both of the w o m en ’s bodies w ere  naked w hen  they w ere  found and w e  still need  to 
trace  the clothing they w ere  w earing  on the nights they w en t m issing.”
