Newham was suggested as a progressive Borough in East London where there are
plans underway to build a new school (in the Royal Docks, Stratford, by the Olympic
site).

The idea at Royal Docks is that the school will be funded from the Section 106 (planning gain) monies
from the developers of the Royal Docks and Silvertown Quays with News International being the
sponsor with Newham and providing the extra cash to make it a very Low Carbon development, By
doing this we should also be able to attract EU match funding for Low Carbon Capital Expenditure taking
your gross contribution up to £4m {pound for pound match from the EU).

{this is still being worked on by government and more to follow).

Plan B if all this fails Is to re-furbish the Royal Docks Secondary School(recently in special measures} up
to best Low Carbon levels and then to re-open it as an academy with you as main sponsor.

There may be a plan C around Silvertown Quays but until we meet the principal players in Newham to
thrash out the details of local need and resources we would not be able to speculate.

This visit was set up following the meeting at Nl earlier in the summer with Clive Dutton who looks after
Regeneration and Planning in Newham. He is highly ambitious for the area and was keen to show us the
Borough. We will also see the Qlympic site from a viewing platform.

| have updated with the LDA today (Monday) and they tell me that Newham have been looking at three
potential site options for the Academy and that, unofficially, it seems that they have now whittled that
down to one preferred site in the Royal Business Park. The site that the LDA believe they have chosen is
opposite the Council headquarters, on the other side of the river. There is scope to build quite heavily in
that area.

Capital funding has still not been agreed and they are still keen for more leverage in lobbying Gove.
Securing the capital allocation is the main challenge to this project. It will likely be the end of the year
before they know. The LDA reiterate that funding for a school in this area would unlock a lot more
development potential in the Royal Docks. The capital funding will most likely fall short of what is needed
and plans then need to be drawn up to find ways of meeting the shortfall.

We are in a holding pattern until this capital funding becomes available.

The LDA and Newham have been working on a proposal document outlining the vision and rationale for an
academy. | received this today and it is attached. | am advised that it is very much a draft confidential
format which we are free to amend and input into.

This visit should be about learning more about the Borough and asking any questions.

The meeting with the Mayor, Sir Robin Wales, back in the office should be an informal opportunity to
discuss our interest / plans in broad terms. He has been aware of our interest since the first meeting with
Newham earlier in the year.

Kim Bromley-Derry has now been formally promoted to Chief Executive. The Acting Director of Children,
Tolis, will be on the tour with us, as will the Cabinet Member for Children, Quintin Peppiatt.

Our next step will be to convene a meeting with the LDA and Newham in January 2011 when we will have

SIR ROBIN WALES: MAYOR OF NEWHAM

Sir Robin Andrew Wales is a Labour Party politician. Born in 1978, in Kilmarnock Scotland, he graduated
with a BSc in Chemistry and then went on to work locally for BT in Newham. He has been a part of local
government since 1982.

Capital funding

+ Local authorities including Newham will be notified of their capital allocation at the
end of December. Nationally, capital allocations are expected to fall by 60%.

« Given the pressure on the existing school building stock, Newham would wish to
see any capital allocation from the Department for Education for the academy to
be provided in addition to the borough's designated capital allocation.

Location and land

¢ The London Development Agency is the landholder. Following discussion the site
adjacent to Newham Dockside has been selected as the preferred location. The
LDA are aware of the preference for water frontage for the Academy site and can
accommodate this wish without prejudice to other potential investors. Building
configurations are now being examined.

» The cost of the land for the Academy site will be a matter for discussion between
the LDA (and by implication the Mayor of London) and the Department for
Education. A capital receipt may be sought, but it should be noted that in the
case of Siemens' recent location to the Royal Docks no capital receipt was
provided, rather the land was provided in return for ‘environmental improvements’
in the areas surrounding the future Siemens location.

Newham council have reecived a £14m capital allocation for the borou gh.

Newham say thar 1ais doesn’t include any money for the academy and just covers the basis
needs provision. They had expected a sum on top of the basic rieeds provision.

I also syioke fo the Director of the Academies Delivery Group, Andrew McCully at the
DFE.

He says that Newham have been allocated enough money to cover the basic needs provision,
ie. Any exira pupil places which are needed in the borough.

The only way thoy can fill that basic need would be by adding on to existing schools, or by
building something new. Sornething new would mean either having a competltxon
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(unacceptable in these times) or putting the funding towards an Academy. “Thete are 10
magic new pots on their way” so they need to make a judgement in Newhdm as to how they
will spend the money. '

The DFE chap suggested two actions for lobbying:
Lobby Newhatn to allocate that money towards an Academniy

Lobby Michee! Goves to release extra money to Newham for this special project.

Dear Daisy
I am sotry to have been slow to foilow up our earlier conversation and your email of yesterday.

In our discussions last year we explored the options and you set some parameters for what a News
International Academy would be. It could not be a replacement for a failing local school as in the
traditional model for sponsored academies. It would need to be a new school and it was important to News
International that the new building made a significant statement about News International's

commitment. News International would be contributing the £2m along the lines of the contribution of
sponsors for other projects. I said that the only route for funding that I could envisage would be through the
capital allocation that Newham would receive once the Spending Review implications were worked
through. ' :

The Secretary of State has now agreed the allocations to local authorities. I can confirm that the figures you
have received from Newham for their capital allocation are correct.

Newham's total capital allocation is £14.1m, but this is not just for basic need for new school

places but includes funding for maintenance and capital for all its maintained and voluntary-aided schools.
Of this, £7.1m is for basic need. Newham also received £17.5m of additional funding just for 2010-11 for
basic need to provide additional primary places by September 2011.

The conclusion of the very tight spending review is that there is no funding line for new academy provision
available to the Department.

I am sorry that I cannot be more imaginative in coming up with alternative funding solutions. I appreciate
that News International will want 1o reflect further on its plans.

Funding situation - The disappointing news about the funding for our Academy is now official.
Funding allocated to Newham is insufficient to fund an Academy and further funding is not on its

~ way.

See the email attached.

Next steps

Lobby for extraordinary funding - The next step is to put pressure on Gove to provide
additional funds to Newham, but my view is that we should be very.cautious in doing so. Or he
should be cautious about giving extra funds to this project. Our friends in Newham are-hoping

. that we will use powers of persuasion to extract extra funding from the government and their

head of education, Tolis, has been in regular touch asking me if we have made any progress
with government. But they are a Labour council and if we do secure special funding for our
project, it could backfire on us if one of their members chose to spin it externally that we have
received special treatment.

It is worth noting that two senior officials at the DFE whom | have spoken to have separately
warned me that Newham council are not interested in an Academy and have never expressed
interest in the past, despite pressure from the DFE to turn one of their failing schools into an-
academy. | have been toid that they are using us to lobby for extra funding for the borough. |
have never had this impression from Newham council myself but we should take this into
consideration.

Find alternative private funding — or put more capital into the build ourselves.

" Pursue an alternative route — a group of parents in Wapping is making progress with a Free

School application. They are eagerly seeking a partner.

Other things to note
1. Newham together with several other large local authorities are seeking judicial review of the
Building Schools for the Future capital cuts made by the Government last year. This was heard in
the High Court on Monday and a judgement is expected in the next week or so. /t would be good
to know what the likely outcome and impact of this is,

2 The Sir John Cass Foundation www.sirjohncass.org a well respected education charity with
' substantial assets in the City of London (Cass Business Schoo!, Cass School of Education etc)
have spoken to the LDA and said that they are keen to meet with Rebekah since they too have
met with the Secretary of State with a desire to provide an academy in Newham in partnership
with their School of Education at University of East London. The LDA suggest that agreeingtoa
joint venture (NI/Cass) might tip Michael Gove in to an early decision on Capital on the NI
Academy. (I am finding out what this “decision on capital” means)
