I am writing to follow Up your recent very useful meeting with Keith Perry during
which you discussed the issue of the BBC's digital rights for the 2012 Olympics.

It might be useful just to recap the current position. As we understand it, under an
agreement dealt with under the last Government, the BBC has been granted sole
broadcast rights for the Olympics within the UK. This very broad agreement
covers both television, online and mobile for both live and on-demand coverage
during the Games. In turn, it is understood that the BBC will make some of these
rights available to others.

As you will know well, the media market place — for both publishers and
consumers — has changed enormously since the Beijing Olympics, and indeed
since this latest agreement with the BBC was signed. Video is now vital to us as
publishers and to our own viewers. It is crucial that we have easy access to video

material, and that we do so in good time and in a manner which is commercially

Free-To-Air Events Review

Dear Mr. Davies,

| am writing to you again in respect of the Free-To-Air Events Review, following the
Mmeeting with the Panel on 4 June 2008, for which I thank you, on behalf of the 10C. |
address in this leiter a number of points raised by members of the Panel, and enclose
additional material that | hope you will fing useful,

As explained, were g Free-to-Air events list maintained, we woulg invite the Panel {0 take
account of the reallty that only the BBG hag broadcast the Olympic Games over the last
two decades on BBC1 and BBC2 ang that, understandably, capacity constraints have
meant that it has always broadcast only a fraction of aj| avallable live Games content on
BBC1 and BBC2: 4.8% of the total 5,000 hours of live content at the 2008 Beljing Olympic
Games. This stili represents about 15 hourg of live broadcasting each day during the 16
days of the Olympic Games on BBC1 and/or BBC2, The charts attached as Annex 1 show

exceeds the amount of content shown.

Listing the entire Olympic Games in these circumstances has a number of undesirable
practical and legal consequences that mean that the status quo cannot be maintained.

As a practical matter, over 95% of a|| available Jive Olympic Games content has hitherto
failed to reach the UK viewing public vig BBC1 and BBC2, and the iOC has been unable to
obtain any market for its unused live Gameg content. Reduced revenue to the IOC hurts
Olympic Internatlonal Federatlons, National Olympic Committees (Inciuding the BOA) and
directly impacts cities hosting the Olympic Games: the 10C depends on broadcast revenue
to fund the operations of Olympic Games organising committess for the staging of future
Games, including the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games.

As a legal matter, there Is g mismaitch between the total hours of ilve Olympic Games
content guaranteed, In practice for the BBC, and the BBC's own capacity constraints,
These capacity constrainis enable it to show only a small fraction of this total on BBC1 ang
BBC2 and place a serioys question mark on the legallty of listed events rules covering the
entire Olymple Games, principally because they exceed what Is necessary to preserve the
listed events rules’ public Interest objective, Le., the free-to-alr broadcast of events that are
of significant importance, | enclose as Annex 4 a note by Counsel to the 10C analysing
this issue In more detsail,
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The I0C has presented a Proposal for reform that has two main elements:

° Flrst, the new listed events rules should set g maximum limit on the tota| number of
hours of live Games content subject to free-to-alr designation based on the
number of hours of live content historically alred by the BBC on lts free-to-alr
channels. This would be 240 hours for the Summer Olympic Games and 100

In effect, rather than reserving the whole of the Olympic Games to the BBG (or to any other
qualifying broadcaster), the hour cap in the new listed events rules would tailor the BBC's
right to broadcast live Games content to the level at which the BBC has historically
broadcast the Olympic Games. The new listeq evenis rules would match current and
historical practices but remove the undesirable effects of the existing listed events ryles,
The proposal for reform would leave unaffected and safeguard the UK viewing public’s
ability to view the Olympic Games on free-to-air television channels at thelr current levels.
At the same time, It would encourage competition among broadcasters for the unused
portion of llve Games content, and would be Ikely to result in significantly more live
Olympic Games content reaching the UK public than ever before,

The process for determining which Olympic events are of major importance for soclety
need not be complex or contentious.  Pursuant to the Audiovisual Media Services
Directive, the European Commission myst determine whether national rules comply with
the EC Treaty. This process involves verifying that the national rules cover only

criteria.  Other events that have not typically received significant broadcast coverage or
attention from the UK public, such as fencing or welghtlifting, would not. We atlach as
Annex 2 BBC broadcast data for Sports that have received coverage on BBC1 and BB(2
at the Beljing 2008 Olympic Games. Applying these criteria would produce a llst of evants
designated for free-to-alr broadcast that would pe of actual importance to the UK pubilc, an
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provide some possible approaches below.

The new listed events rules could adopt an approach identical to that taken, for example In

free-to-air Coverage the Olympic Games opening and closing
ceremonies, medal rounds in selected sporis with particular cultural Importance to the UK
public, and events involving UK athletes,

A similar approach would be to designate the opening and closing Ceremonles, medal
rounds involving UK athlates, and non-medal roungs involving UK athletes in events with
particular cultural Importance to the UK public,

As an alternative, the events designated for free-to-alr coverage couid be determineg using
the method Sky ltalla and RA| Propose to use in ltaly. The I0C has granted Sky ltalia the
broadcast righte for ltaly to the 2010 ang 2012 Olympic Games. The Htalian fisted events
rules cover the summer and winter Olymplc Games, However, like the BBC, RAI has
broadcast only a fraction of the avallable five Olymple Games content on its free-to-air
channels, This reality Is reflected In the arrangement reached between Sky Halia and RAlI,
in consultation with the competent Italian authorities. Under Sky ltalia‘s sub-license, RA|
must broadcast at least 200 hours (and may broadcast up to 216 hours) of “High Viewer
Interest Events” at the Summer Olympics (and between 100 and 110 hours at the Winter

alterate selections from a list of sports, wiih Sky ltalia having the first chojce, RAI
nevertheless retains the right to broadceast the medal rounds from sports selected for
exclusive broadcast by Sky ltalia involving an Itallan athlete or team.

One member of the Panel asked at our 4 June meeting why the BBC (or another tights
holding quallfying broadcaster) could not simply be required to sublicense the live Olympic
Games content that It does not intend to show on Its free-to-air channel(s). The I0C would
respond that the very essence of the listed events rules means that, by definition, they are
not designed to guarantee access by qualifying broadcasters to live content that they do
not intend to broadcast on thelr free-to-ajy channels. There is therefore no legal or
commercial reason why the BBC or any other qualifying broadcaster should be the
“gatekeeper” of all live content. Indeed, In number of EC Member States, for exampls
Germany, the role of “gatekeeper” may be taken on by a non-quallfying broadcaster.

Finally, the Issue of the “safely vaive” also arose during our discusslons at our 4 June
meeting. The I0C recognises that the unexpected success of a UK athlete at the Olympic
Games, or some other anomalous event, could suddenly create broad socletal interest In
an event or sport that had not been designated for free-to-air broadcast prior to the
Olympic Games. Although such instances would be very unlikely to satisfy two of the four
criteria listed above (because they Iimply that an event must have already reached
sufficlent hotoriety to qualify as an event of major Importance for society), the 10C
recognises that some flexibility may be desirable in order to ensure some free-to-air
coverage of that particular athlete orevent, In order to accommodate the interests of the
UK public and other broadcasters, the I0C wouid propose that the BBC (or another rights-
holding qualified broadcaster) be entitied to broadcast any event from the Olympic Games,
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regardless of whether i is designated to be of slgnificance, on a deferred basls during a

regularly scheduled daily highiights Program. The timing of the deferred broadcast wouid

be subject to the maximum timing restrictions set out In paragraph 1.18 of the Code on

ANNEY 2: BBC BRQAQ?AST OF EVENTS OF DIFFERING IMPORTANCE TO
THE UK PUBLIC

The BBC divides its avallable broadeast capacity among the many sports of the
Olympic Games. The chart below compares the broadcast hours on BBCT and BBC2 of
the 28 sports in the Belling Games on a dedicated basis (i.e. as opposed to a muitl-sports
basls, as in the case of a highlights programme). None of the bottom 12 sports was
broadcast for more than two hours (in totai) throughout the entire Olympic Games on
BBC1 and BBC2 combined. The multi-sports coverage refers to the nightly hightights

programme on BBC1.

In addition to those countries, and aside from the
numerous countries that do not have listing rules, & number of other countries, both Inside
and outside the EEA, maintain more proportionate regulations governing the broadcast of
avents at the Olympic Games.
